2-Week Study in China Scholarship
The Peralta Community College District has partnered with the China–United States Exchange Foundation (CUSEF) and Wanxiang Group Corporation (WXGC) to invite Peralta Community College District students to study in China for two weeks. Under our program, students will visit three cities in China: Beijing, Hangzhou and Shanghai, and attend classes in local university campuses. During their stay, they will receive lectures on Chinese history, language, culture and economic development presented by credentialed Chinese scholars. The student groups will have additional opportunities to participate in cultural activities, and tour historical sites such as the Forbidden City and the Great Wall. 

Expenses including accommodation, in-country transportation, meals and sightseeing tickets, will be covered by CUSEF and partners in China. CUSEF will manage the program by providing organizational support and logistical support. CUSEF will also send local staff to assist the group throughout the trip.

Overview
This is a two-week study delegation targeting college students from the Congressional Black Caucus member districts to come to China during summer 2017. During the 14-day visit, in addition to the cultural visits, students are expected to learn about Chinese language, history, culture, economic development, clean energy and other important subjects by attending lectures in the Chinese University such as Beijing Language and Culture University and Beijing Foreign Studies University. CUSEF and Chinese partners would cover all the necessary group expenses including accommodation, transportation, sightseeing tickets and meals, etc. in China.
Dates of Travel - Student group likely to travel beginning of August 2017 (to be confirmed)
(Note: Groups generally depart for China on a Saturday (arriving next day), remain for 13 days, and then return to the U.S. on a Saturday (arriving same day) (e.g. depart Sat., June 11 and return Sat., June 25)
